The successful candidate will have
proven expertise in evaluative research, with a particular mastery of mixed methodologies. He or she will
also need to demonstrate an ability to articulate rigorous approaches adapted to a variety of contexts, as
well as to translate abstract concepts, such as performance, into concrete indicators or proxies for
measurement and monitoring.

Candidates must be able to demonstrate leadership in their field of expertise. They have an excellent track
record or strong research potential and are able to transmit their knowledge with passion and
commitment, supervising and mentoring graduate students and postdoctoral fellows in a diverse
intellectual and social environment. The selected candidates will conduct innovative research and must
be able to apply for funding. They will contribute to discussions on the evolution of the program and public
policy evaluation function in public administration and will share their expertise with students and various
national and international partners. They will contribute to program development and evaluation, as well
as to the development of national and international partnerships.
